 The Airbus 380 airplane belongs to the giant European company Airbus arrived to Thailand Suvarnabhumi Airport yesterday under test flight of the largest civil aircraft in the world.

This airport is joined to the list of airports that have succeeded in receiving the giant aircraft. the list includes 38 airports allover the world. The plane carried a group of passengers and crew of five members, and landed a few minutes after its scheduled time according to the Thai news agency.
 Mr. Richard Karkawilt production marketing manager, said  during a press conference that the aircraft airbus380 arrived to Bangkok in the context of ongoing negotiations between Airbus company and the International Airways for the sale of a group of the Airbus 380 airplane and check if the new airport is  suitable for the airplane . Mr /Carkilet added that Airbus Company expects to have the certification of approval for Airbus380 which carries between 555 and 880 passengers from the European Aviation Safety Agency and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) with in one week. 
Airbus Company received purchase for 166 aircraft from that type, including 6 airplanes for Tai Airways Although the Thai company has renegotiated this deal after the failure of Airbus to respect the contracted delivery times due to production difficulties.

  Thai Airways plans to use the aircraft380 on its high-density routes from Bangkok to Frankfurt, London and Paris.
 The Suvarnabhumi Airport, which opened for work in last September 28 is the latest international airport in the world.
 Airbus 380 landed at Shanje airport after a journey of more than 12 hours started from the European Airbus headquarters in Toulouse, France.
 Airbus Company is in race against time to solve problems that impede productivity of the new aircraft type which delayed the delivery to the airliners contracted airbus for this A/C type. this dalay caved massive losses to Airbus.
 The airline (Singapore Airlines) will be the first airline to use airbus 380 in the world.
 The plane trip included stopping at 10 stations over a period of 17 days in order to test its technical ability and it need to fly for 150 hours to be qualified  for commercial travel.

 In case of success of passing all tests the airbus 380 will be ready to have the export certificate very soon.
